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PHI CHAPTER OF THETA CHI FRATERNITY


BY LAWS
The following is a list of the rules and fines governing Phi Chapter of Theta Chi Fraternity.  These by-laws must meet all the stipulations of the constitution of Theta Chi Fraternity.  All major executives and FSC members have the ability to administer fines presented. For the most part, fines will be administered as a money amount for all actives and pledges.  These fines shall have their penalty determined by F.S.C.

Article I.
Description of Offenses and Their Consequences

Section I.
Cleaning equipment to be used outside the house may not be removed from the house until after 6:00 PM and must be back by 8:00 AM the next morning.  The equipment must be checked out and in by either the President, the Treasurer, the House Manager, or one of his assistants.  If this procedure in not followed, $5.00 will be assessed and an additional fine of $5.00 per day late fee will be added.

Section II.
There will be a $10.00 fine for anyone caught throwing litter in the parking lot or on property belonging to Phi Chapter of Theta Chi Fraternity.

Section III.
Anyone caught in the kitchen or the pantry after they gave been closed and locked will be fined the sum of $10.00.

Section IV.
Anyone smoking in the house will be subject to a $10.00 fine, with the exception of the coal bin.

Section V.
Anyone taking any furniture from main floor will be fined $5.00. (Exceptions will be made for sponsored functions).

Section VI.
The following fines pertain to the dining room/kitchen chairs:



a. Sitting on stacked chairs - $5.00



b. Leaning back on a chair - $0.50



c. Damaging a chair - $20.00



d. Chairs taken from dining area or kitchen - $5.00

Section VII.
Anyone who is on top of the house for any other reason besides repair of a necessity will be subject to a $50.00 fine.

Section VIII.
Anyone damaging property of Phi Chapter must repair or replace the damaged property to its previous working condition within one week.  If repair or replacement is not done within the allotted time, the person damaging the property will be liable for cost of repair or replacement and be administered a $10.00 fine.

Section IX.
There will be a $500.00 fine for having illegal narcotics in the house.  The offending active will also be brought up for expulsion from Theta Chi Fraternity.

Section X.
There will be a $5.00 fine for spitting while on the red carpet of main floor.

Section XI.
There will be a $15.00 fine for not bussing your scheduled meal or a fine of $15.00 per week that a person does not bus while living in the house.

Section XII.
There will be a fine of $2.50 for an unmade bed and a $5.00 per person fine for a messy room during any house inspection.  The fine will double for the following house events: Homecoming, Pig Banquet, Rush, Parent’s Day, Scholarship Banquet, and Guest Speaker Night.

Section XIII.
There will be a fine of $10.00 for drinking on main floor or the front stairs going up to second floor in view of main floor.

Section XIV.
There will be a $5.00 fine for bringing kitchen utensils out of the kitchen or out of the dining room area.

Section XV.
There will be a $20.00 fine for being on the fire escape for any unauthorized reason.

Section XVI.
There will be a $10.00 fine for urinating or defecating in the parking lot, outside on house property, or adjacent properties.

Section XVII.
There will be a $15.00 fine for not doing your job satisfactorily on a work day.

Section XVIII.
A man who is not present at any required house function when roll call in read will be fined $5.00.

Section XIX.
No food, beverage or tobacco product of any kind shall be taken on the red carpeted portion of main floor, and any infraction thereof will result in a $10.00 fine.

Section XX.
Bikes are not to be stored in the coat room at any time throughout the school year or the owner shall be fined $5.00 fine day.

Section XXI.
Anyone misusing the fire extinguishers will receive a $10.00 fine, plus the cost of recharging the extinguisher. 

Section XXII.
A deposit of $75.00 will be collected from each person living in the house.  The deposit will be returned in full; less cost of cleaning and/or repair of the room and any permanent fixtures.  Residents will be checked in and out by the House Manager or one of his assistants to assess room condition.  Permanent fixtures are to include any fixture or carpet in the room upon moving in; or anything with 1/3 reimbursement by building fund Phi Chapter, Theta Chi Fraternity.

Section XXIII.   Theta Chi shall be dry starting at 8:00 a.m. Sunday morning                                      through 8:00 a.m. Friday morning.  The following areas will be designated as drinking areas: the coal bin, boiler room, and actives’ rooms.  All other areas are dry.

Fines:
1st offense:  $5.00 fine and an additional house job

2nd offense:  Loss of social privileges for 1 event or 1 month, whichever is sooner.  (excluding sober patrol)

 

3rd offense:  $50 fine and no social privileges (except sober patrol)

Article II.
Financial Offenses

Section I.
Fee Collection Policy

A.
The treasurer will date and post the bills and dues in the house and/ or give notice for all payments owed by the 15th of each month.

B. 
Financial Suspension (For bills totaling over $20.00):


Day 10 - Level 1 - Loss of all social privileges, including 

all events sponsored by house money, but not limited to parties, exchanges, and IM sports.



Day 20 - Level 2 - Loss of voting privileges.


Day 30 - Level 3 - Loss of access to Theta Chi Property, eviction from 1307 N. University,turn in keys to Theta Chi Property, loss of Office, and bill is frozen at current amount, except for fines, excluding attendance fines.  Persons must meet with FSC within 30 days to renegotiate bill.  That brother shall be required to bring a motion to renegotiate the bill to next business meeting of Phi Chapter and action on the matter shall be decided by a 2/3 majority.  Financial reinstatement occurs upon payment of all prior debt owed.

C. 
A brother who does not pay an overdue bill according to the agreement made with the F.S.C. and does not convene another meeting with them, will be brought up for suspension proceedings at the next meeting and/or moved out of the house.

D.
A brother who returns to school with a prior overdue bill will have 14 days to pay the bill or set up an F.S.C. meeting.  He will not be allowed to move into the house until the bill in paid.  If he does not meet his obligations within that time, he will be brought up for suspension proceedings.

E.
Each period shall consist of the days the 25th to the 25th with each new bill due on the 1st. All fines must be included in the current period’s bill. If a fine is not included, it shall be null and void.

Section II.
Overdue bills of alumni may be, at the desecration of the Major Executive Council, President, and President-elect of Alumni Corp., turned over to an appropriate agency for collection with interest accrued form date of delinquency.

Section III.
The fine for any bills that are still unpaid two weeks after bills come out will consist of a 1.5% interest charge per month. This will be administered at the discretion of the treasurer.

Article III.
Description of Rules

Section I.
Stolen property cannot be brought into the house with the penalty to be determined by FSC.

Section II.
Those who obtain 3.00 GPA or above, those who meet or better their overall GPA, along with the house average, all while carrying 12 or more credits will eat steak at the scholarship banquet.  Those not qualifying under the said requirements will eat beans.  New pledges will eat steak at the scholarship banquet while those who are repledging because of grades will eat beans.  There will be a scholarship banquet each semester to present awards to actives with outstanding achievements in academics.

Section III.
 FSC members and major executives have the power of fining.

Section IV.
There will be an open house 24 hours a day.

Section V.
For consecutive fines in room, bed and job inspections the fine will be doubled, starting with the second offense.

Section VI. 
No pledge can live in the house unless approved by the active chapter.

Section VII.
Smoking is disallowed during active meeting, anyone smoking during active meeting shall be fined $5.00. 

Section VIII.
Just the heads of tables and the busboys can bank on Monday nights.  No banks on other meals except if the steward deems necessary.  A bank is $.50.

Section IX.
Any person wishing to live in the House must sign a lease every semester he wishes to do so by a date to be determined by FSC and House Manager.  If all leases are not signed by this date, actives will be asked in order of activation number to move in until all leases are filled.
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
