NDSU Greek Alcohol Policy
The Law
The state of North Dakota requires that individuals be at least 21 years of age to buy, possess, and consume alcoholic beverages.  Anyone who provides alcoholic beverages to individuals who are less than 21 years of age is in violation of state law and may be cited for contributing to the delinquency of a minor.  State law prohibits driving while under the influence (DUI) of liquor or beer or carrying an open container of liquor or beer in a moving vehicle.  In addition students are expected to comply with all existing and future city, state, and federal statutes concerning alcohol and other drugs.

North Dakota has adopted the Uniform Controlled Substances Act, which restricts the manufacture, transfer, and possession of narcotic drugs and other drugs that have a potential for abuse or that may lead to physical or psychological dependence.  This law provides a Class A misdemeanor criminal penalty of up to one year’s imprisonment and a $1,000 fine for the unauthorized possession of up to one ounce of marijuana.  For possession of greater amounts or other controlled substances, including such hallucinogens as mescaline and LSD, the penalty may be up to five years imprisonment and $5,000 fine.  Even stiffer criminal penalties are imposed for the unauthorized delivery of these substances to another person.

Federal law prohibits the unlicensed or unauthorized possession of narcotic drugs, with the penalty in many cases more severe than that provided by state law.

The University
The University prohibits the unlawful or unauthorized use, possession, storage, manufacture, distribution, or sale of alcoholic beverages and any illicit drugs or drug paraphernalia in or at any University buildings, any public campus area, in University housing units, in University vehicles, or at any University sponsored event held on or off-campus, which are sponsored by students, faculty and/or staff and their respective campus organizations (including fraternities and sororities).  The State Board of Higher Education specifically prohibits the use or possession of alcohol in residence halls.  State and federal laws will be regarded as the only bodies of rules governing the use of alcoholic beverages and other drugs in University faculty housing, married student housing, fraternities and sororities, and the President’s house.

The University has a further concern, however, when the selling, giving away, or otherwise furnishing drugs is involved.  The University will not hesitate to impose disciplinary sanctions in order to prevent such furnishings of illegal drugs.  In addition, the University will cooperate completely with the law enforcement officials seeking to enforce any laws designed to curb illicit drug use and possession.

The Greek System
In an effort to uphold the ideals that serve as the foundation of the Greek system and to take an active role in the self-governance of the system this self-imposed set of regulations has been created.  These regulations will serve as baseline standards for all chapters when planning events where alcohol is to be present.

All fraternity/sorority-sponsored activities or events shall comply with the following:

1.
All fraternities/sororities must complete the Greek System Event Planning Checklist (see 
Appendix A) prior to any event (including, but not limited to, parties & exchanges) 
occurring off-campus that involves alcohol.  This form must be completed by the chapter 
president and/or risk reduction/standards chair and turned in no later than four days prior 
to the event.  In the event of exchanges or other multiple chapter events, representatives 
from each chapter shall collectively take responsibility for completing the form.

2.
At the beginning of each semester, each fraternity and sorority’s party policies/risk 
management procedures shall be reviewed with the Assistant Director for Organizations 
and Greek Life prior to the chapter’s first off-campus event.

3.
Open parties, events with unrestricted access by non-members of the chapter, without 
specific invitation, are prohibited by the University.  Therefore, a guest list must be 
utilized.  Invitations may be used as an alternative.  When invitations are distributed, they 
must be signed by the individual who extended the invitation.  In either case, no publicity 
shall be distributed on-campus (this doesn’t include individual party invitations).  We 
discourage the mass consumption of alcohol, therefore no references to mass


consumption shall be made on party invitations.

4.
The identification of guests must be checked at the entrance to the event for the purpose 
of identifying individuals who are of legal drinking age.

5.
Those individuals who are of legal drinking age must be verified in some manner (i.e. 
wrist band, stamp, etc.) upon admittance to the event.  Chapters are reminded that they 
are responsible for the activities occurring on their property.  You are strongly


encouraged to take whatever precautions are necessary to ensure that any individuals who 
are drinking are of legal age.  Having a security officer or chapter member “patrolling” 
the event and taking alcohol away from individuals who are not identified as 21 years of 
age should be a practice implemented at all events.

6.
Common sources of alcohol (kegs, alcoholic punch, etc.) are strictly prohibited at any 
chapter function.

7.
A “beer check” (a central location used to collect and redistribute alcohol) must be used.  
Alcohol carried into the event will be checked, and individuals will receive tickets, a 
punch card, or some other tool to be used when collecting their beverages.  Chapter 
members responsible for the “beer check” must double check to ensure that individuals 
receiving alcohol are of legal age (i.e. check for wrist bands).

8.
An alternative (non-alcoholic) beverage must be available and easily accessible.  Placing 
this beverage near the “beer check” is recommended.  Having a non-alcoholic beverage 
available does not mean pointing guests in the direction of a pop machine; it means 
having non-alcoholic beverages available and accessible to all guests.

9.
Food must be available and easily accessible.  Having a non-salty snack food is 

recommended.  Again, having food available does not mean guests can ask in-house 
members for something to eat; it means in planning for the event, funds are designated for 
purchasing food items for guests.

10.
Chapters must identify members who will remain substance-free in order to provide safe,


sober transportation for any who ask for it or who appear to be in need of it.

11.
It is strongly encouraged that chapters employ security at all events where alcohol is 
present and non-members are invited.  However, since this may not be feasible for some 
chapters, this is not a requirement.  If security is not hired, designated chapter members 
must be assigned security duties.  These members will be identified in advance of the 
event and will refrain from drinking alcoholic beverages at the event.

12.
As always, chapters are prohibited from using chapter funds for purchasing alcohol nor 
may they participate in the purchase of alcohol in any other way (e.g. passing the hat).

Violations of these regulations will be handled by the InterFraternity and/or Panhellenic Standards Boards.
