NDSU GREEK RESOLUTION ON PRANKING





Whereas the Greek community at North Dakota State University is working to avoid a negative stereotype, 





And whereas, pranking/raiding has become an issue affecting the Greeks’ image,





And whereas, chapters, alumni, house corporations, and university faculty have registered concerns about pranks and level of pranking activity,





The Greek community agrees to the following components of this “Resolution on Pranking”:





1)	EDUCATION -- Chapters agree that all members of the Greek community must be


	educated about the issues related to image and pranking.





Chapters agree to educate all of their members about:


		1) risk management


		2) what type of pranks are allowable and what are not


		3) consequences of breaking the agreement


		4) the contents of this resolution at least once per year





Chapters further agree to educate all alumni about the resolution and about the same three issues they address with the chapter.


	


2)	PROVISIONS -- Chapters agree that each member of the Greek community must


	agree to the guidelines and provisions in order for them to be effective.





What types of pranking are acceptable:


		* washable paints (on windows only)


		* borrowing composites to decorate them (not damaging them in any way)


		* toilet papering trees


		* chalking sidewalk with washable chalk





What types of pranking activity are not acceptable:


		* stealing personal or chapter property


		* breaking into property


		* vandalism of any kind


		* profanity


		* obstructing exits and personal endangerment


		* involving food products of any kind


		* make careful judgements about doing anything that is not listed as acceptable





Chapters also agree to develop a clean-up guideline so that paints and toilet paper are cleaned up within a reasonable amount of time.





Lastly, chapters make a gentleman’s/gentlewoman’s agreement to abstain from pranking during special times of the year, including, but not limited to: homecoming, rush, initiations, Founders’ Days, Parents’ Days, or alumni events.














3)	ACCOUNTABILITY -- Individual actions will reflect on the entire chapter.  Chapters


	agree that accountability for actions is crucial to the success of this agreement.





Chapters agree to address problems straightforwardly and with maturity.





Chapter presidents (or the officer next in line) agree to contact each other immediately when problems arise between chapters.  Open communication will be encouraged and valued.





Chapters agree to deal with problems concerning individual members internally, through a standards board system.





Chapters agree to take responsibility for their own actions.





Whereas the Greek members  at NDSU wish to strengthen the Greek community, improve the Greek image, and respond to concerns of chapters, alumni, and the campus community, this resolution shall be adopted.





We, the undersigned presidents/representatives of the NDSU Greek chapters, representing our chapter membership, adopt this resolution and approve it for continued action.
