Many of us think all members of our fraternity join as Freshman and are involved only 
during their undergraduate years.  Since I have been involved at a national level, I have 
met several wonderful brothers who do not fit that mold.  

When I worked as a Leadership and Education Consultant, I had the pleasure of getting to 
know Father  Phil Bowers (Alpha Delta/Purdue).  While he was the priest of the 
Newman Center at Purdue, he became an advisor to the chapter.  As an advisor, he was 
eventually initiated as a member and has been one of our fraternity’s most active 

members, and was highlighted by receiving the Theta Chi for Life Award at the 2002 International Convention in St. 
Louis.  He served on the Grand Chapter and has given keynote presentations at regional and national leadership 
events. 

My relationship with Father Phil has grown over the years as he was the priest at the marriage to my wife, Jean.  He 
also performed the baptism of my two sons.  When I decided to join the Catholic church three years ago, I was 
confirmed by Father Phil.  It has been an honor and a privilege to have a fraternity brother involved in that part of my 
life, and it never would have happened if a chapter hadn’ t had the foresight to initiate such a wonderful man.  We are 
all better because of Theta Chi and Theta Chi is better because of Father Phil. 

The reason I open with this story is because I know of at least one outstanding member who was initiated by Phi 
Chapter as an alumnus.  His name is Jim Hardwick (Phi ’87), and he’s the pro-PHI-le for this issue. 

Jim is a Fargo native and graduated from Shanley High School.  He grew up just 8 blocks from the Phi Chapter 
house!!  After receiving an undergraduate degree from MSU-Moorhead (then Moorhead State), he attended NDSU to 
pursue a master’s degree in counselor education with an emphasis in higher education administration.  He also served 
as the Hall Director of Sevrinson Hall. 

Jim started to get involved with the chapter in the Spring of 1986 when he was asked to assist with team building 
activities with the new member class during their initiation week, and he also helped with a chapter retreat.  Dennis 
Vonasek (Phi ’87) suggested to the chapter to invite Jim to join and extended the bid to him.  He was initiated in 
November of 1986. 

While he was hall director, he worked for Prakash Mathew, now the NDSU Dean of Student Life.  His graduate 
advisor was Dr. Les Pavek, vice president of student affairs and the namesake for the newest residential high rise on 
campus.  He also worked as a graduate student with fraternities and sororities for Wanda Overland, known by many 
of our members from the 80s and early 90s. 

Being initiated into Theta Chi was the most significant event that happened to Jim at NDSU.  The fraternity men he 
respected most on campus were Theta Chis, including Jack Haines (Phi ’86), Dennis Vonasek, Nathan Germolus 
(Phi ‘88) and Kyle Running (Phi ‘89).  Once he was initiated, brothers who had an impact on him included Br ian 
Hankel (Phi ‘88), Paul Germolus (Phi ’89), Jeff Hemming (Phi ’88) and Dar in Fossum (Phi ‘88).  Brothers 
included in his wedding were Mark Baisley (Phi ’90), Hankel, Paul Germolus, and Vonasek with Brett Loftesness 
(Phi ‘88) on violin. 

Theta Chi followed Jim after he left NDSU.  At the University of Wisconsin-River Falls, where Jim worked in 
Residence Life and Student Activities, he was asked to be the faculty advisor for Zeta Sigma Chapter.  Jim served as a 
regional counselor for Theta Chi in Michigan when he worked at Albion College in Student Activities as the 
fraternity/sorority advisor.  At that time, Dave Westol (Beta Zeta/Michigan State ’73), Executive Director of Theta 
Chi, invited Jim to be on the Leadership Education Committee, where he served for nine years.  The Leadership 
Education Committee plans national conventions and leadership conferences for the fraternity. 

When Jim began work on his doctorate at the University of Minnesota while he was dean of students at Saint John©s 
University, he had to resign his involvement on the Leadership Education Committee, but he was invited (as a Theta 
Chi alum) to present fraternity and sorority workshops at St. Cloud State University.  Two years ago he moved to  
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Helena, Montana where he serves as the Vice President for Student Life at Carroll College.  He is married to 
Hillsboro, ND, native Sharon Lemm (a Delta Zeta from MSUM), and they have an 8 year old daughter, Libby. 

Jim’s greatest memories at Phi Chapter include chapter meetings, the Rituals, Monday night dinner (especially when 
guests attended) and the late night conversations.  He was also very proud to have 56 brothers from Phi chapter at his 
wedding. 

His greatest memories as a national volunteer include reinstalling Zeta Tau Chapter at UM-Flint; installing the colony 
at Western Michigan; staffing the CLC in Harrisburg, PA; the jigsaw puzzle at the Scottsdale convention; and the 
closing banquet at the Orlando convention in 1996 (where he received the Theta Chi Alumni Award, the third highest 
award that can be presented to an individual).  While performing a membership review at the Alpha Pi/Minnesota 
chapter, one of the members interviewed was Paul “ Yogi”  Norstem (Alpha Pi/Minnesota ’86), now the national 
president of Theta Chi!  When asked to talk about the favorite people he worked with as a national volunteer, he 
included Al Calarco (Eta Pi/East Stroudsburg ’78), past national vice president, Dennis Vonasek, fellow Phi 
alumnus and Leadership Ed Committee member, and Jeff Aaron (Alpha Delta/Purdue ’94), past Director of Chapter 
Operations. 

For any undergraduates or alumni considering pursuing a career in higher education or student development, Jim 
advises that you work outside your job descriptions and volunteer for opportunities to learn about operations outside 
your area of interest.  I personally think that is great advice for anyone in any career.  

When thinking of recruitment and growth, it is important we don’ t just consider young undergraduates on campus.  
We would have missed out on having two wonderful brothers such as Father Phil and Jim.

All of us have been through many adventures. Quigley, Fleischhacker, and I were involved in the Baghdad missions. 
Working in downtown Baghdad was quite the adventure. People were always dying in Baghdad, but that didn’ t stop 
us from going into the downtown area to do our job. The operation I was part of was ‘Task Force Neighborhood’ . We 
would go out early in the morning and work all day fixing up Baghdad one building at a time. A lot of the time would 
be spent fixing up schools. Saddam had withheld money from the local schools for a long time, and the schools were 
also looted during the war. We also worked on police stations, fire stations, and hospitals. Our main mission was to 
win over the hearts and minds of the Iraqi people.  Another major mission that I was involved in was the 
reconstruction of the Abu Ghraib prison complex. This was the main prison complex for Iraq. Saddam had the worst 
of his criminals and political rivals hidden away there. The execution chamber there was used quite frequently. 
 
Since Matt Candrian is in a different company than the rest of us he has been doing some different missions. His 
company started off at Balad and then moved to a small camp near Habiyiniah. While there he did carpentry work at a 
camp in Ramadi. The camp headquarters was one of Saddam’s palaces. In early August they moved back to Balad 
and have continued doing various carpentry and masonry missions at camp.  
 
The summer months were sweltering hot and attacks have continued throughout our time in this country. All Iraqis 
are not bad, but being able to decipher between the good and the bad is the main problem. Hopefully, if the 
information we have been getting is correct, our battalion (142 Engineers) will be leaving the country in March or 
April.  I Hope to see all of you soon and be able to share our experiences in the near future.

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Upon strolling the halls of the Chapter House, one might assume that 
Chub’s is the name of our fraternity, or a manufacturer of plastic mugs.  
No, all those mugs are for Monday nights at Chub’s Pub.  Chub’s has been 
a popular hang-out for Phi Chapter members for many years and continues 
to be so. 
 
Alumnus Rick Buresh said of the bar, “Chub’s definitely got more Theta 
Chi business than any bar in town.”   That is probably just as much the case 
now as it was in the 70’s when Buresh was in school.  However, NDSU 
policy now prohibits keg beer in fraternities, so gone are the days of 
paying the monthly Chub’s keg bill along with the gas, mortgage, and 
telephone bills. 
 
“Chub’s is the informal chapter room,”  said Mark Puppe.  “ It’ s been 
friendly to the chapter.”   Indeed, the family-owned and operated bar has 

been friendly to Phi Chapter, even contributing to the Theta Chi for Life fund along with so many Phi Chapter alumni. 
 
The building has done some growing over the years.  In the mid 90’s, new bathrooms and a game area were added, 
almost doubling the bar’s size.  Although the building has changed, the experience has not.  The Theta Chi jackets 
still dot the coat rack with military red and white.  Even the drink specials are mostly unchanged.  Monday means 
mugs, Thursdays have 75-cent beer, and Friday is tea night.   
 
Chub’s has been so much a part of the Theta Chi experience that it almost invariably becomes a part of the visit for 
returning alumni.  Homecoming and Pig Banquet bring to the bar a mix of Chub’s faithfuls from both past and 
present.  This will likely be the case at this year’s Pig Banquet on the weekend of March 6th.  On behalf of the active 
chapter, we hope to see as many alumni in attendance as possible.

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If you were a Brother of Phi Chapter in the late 60’s or early 70’s you should remember the NDSU mascot proudly 
hung over the fireplace in the Theta Chi house.  To have it there was a source of pride for our Brothers, since it was 
the school mascot.  At that time only a few Bison head mounts were on campus and the Theta Chi’s had one of them. 
 
There were a few stories about how the Bison head was obtained, and they can be heard from the older alumni when 
you are having a few refreshments.  At that time, the Theta Chi’s were envied for having this mount, and it was 
definitely an asset in recruitment and during rush. 
 
I was living in the house in 1970 and the Bison mount impressed many visitors and friends who came to the house.  
How the Bison left is still part mystery and part speculation.  When the Brothers came back from summer vacation the 
mount was missing.  Since that time there have been different antler mounts hanging over the fireplace as well as 
recent composites. 
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Last year I discussed the idea, with my four sons, of getting a Bison and having the head mounted for the Theta Chi.  
They were excited about the idea.  After a few phone calls, some Bison bulls were located at a buffalo ranch near 
Lansford.  Last January, we all drove over to take a look at the bulls and picked one out.  A few days later, I drove 
back to the ranch and shot the bull.  It took about a year to get the head mounted, but the meat was processed and has 
been a tasty treat for us. 
 
At this year©s Founders Day we plan to dedicate the mounted Bison head to the Brothers of Theta Chi.  What will 
really make it a great day is if many of you Brothers will be there to help dedicate it.  This is a chance to see some old 
friends and do a little reminiscing.
